Want To Help Make A Difference For People Seeking Sanctuary? Research
Participants Wanted

We are looking for people who are currently seeking asylum or have refugee status in the
UK to attend a one-off research interview. Interpreters are available for non-English
speakers and travel expenses will be reimbursed. If you are keen to take part, or if you run a
group or organisation working with people who may be suitable, it would be great to hear
from you.

Frequently, people who are suffering after traumatic experiences report memories in a
general way and find it difficult to provide information about specific events. The problem
is that general accounts are often considered by decision makers (UKBA or Immigration
Judges) to be less believable than specific ones, so there is a danger that traumatised
claimants have less chance of getting a fair decision. We intend to build understanding of
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what influences the way memories are reported. The Centre for the Study of Emotion and
Law has a track record of quality research being used to help professionals and decision-
makers make better judgments.

Participants (adults currently seeking asylum or with refugee status) will be asked to answer
guestions about how they are feeling and to carry out two verbal tasks. They will not be
asked to recount any traumatic experiences. Everything will be kept entirely confidential
and anonymous. Participants in similar studies give positive feedback on their experience.
Information from a relatively small number of participants could have a big impact on the
way asylum applications are considered in the legal system.
